The FAST program is a bilateral initiative between Canada and the United States (FAST)
designed to ensure safety and security while enhancing the economic prosperi-
ty of both countries. In developing this program Canada and the United States
work together to end threats to public security and safety, while keeping the bor-
ders open to the flow of low-risk traffic and trade.

FAST is designed to expedite clearance of eligible shipments by reducing the
customs information required, dedicating specific lanes for FAST participants,
using common technology and verifying trade compliance away from the border.

The FAST process is offered to pre-approved importers, carriers and registered
drivers. The approved companies must transport their goods by FAST approved

carriers and registered drivers. Be FAST'
In Canada acceptance into the FAST program is incumbent upon the importers’
participation in the Customs Self-Assessment (CSA) program and Partners in And get y0U|' pl'oduct

Protection (PIP) Program.

Importers who wish to join the FAST program into the U.S.A. must participate in to the “ght place at
the Customs Trade Partnership Against Terrorism (C—TPAT) program. the "ght tlme

As part of both these programs, companies will have to adopt and implement
security procedures compatible with the recommendations and guidelines
established by both the Canadian and U.S. customs agencies.
